Participation @ Cyber Volunteer Program by Odisha Police

As Cyber Crime cases are an increasing trend in India as well in Odisha. In spite of registering
cases, arresting fraudsters, running a cybercrime reporting portal and even having 1930 Cyber
Helpline Number for necessary assistance, cybercrime is increasing. One of the major reasons for
this kind of situation is lack of awareness in the society regarding various kinds of cybercrime and
how to remain safe from it.

In this context, considering October being the “Cyber Security Awareness Month", Odisha Police
organized a “Cyber Safety Campaign” in the state of Odisha from 30th Sep, 2023 to 15th Oct
2023. The main objective of which is to increase the awareness about Cyber Crime among various
sections of the society as well as age groups and to educate elderly citizens, women, students
and youth, how to be safe in cyberspace.

Electronics & Information Technology, School & Mass education, Higher Education, Skill
Development & Technical Education, Women & Child Development, Mission Shakti, Health,
Panchayati Raj, Housing & Urban Development, Revenue, General Administration & Personnel
Grievances and Information & Public Relations will also be actively participating in this social
campaign.

The 1st national Consultation on Children Living in Street Situations was hosted by
Ashayen at Auditorium, Campus- 5, KIIT on 30th January, 2024.

Mr. Bikram Nayak welcomed attendees, setting the tone for the event. Notable speakers
included Ms. Lalita Patnaik from UNICEF, who discussed UNICEF's role in advocating
for children's rights, and Ms. Sumitra Jena, Advisor W&CD, Govt. of Odisha, who
highlighted the importance of community engagement and education accessibility.
Discussions revolved around the challenges faced by street children, including lack of
identification and access to education. Recommendations were made to
integrate street children into existing programs and ensure equal learning opportunities.

Speakers stressed the importance of disseminating information about schemes
for street children, advocating for government funding for street children centers, and
aligning efforts with Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).
