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Brief Report on Provision for Enquiry & information for the  
Divyangjan 

 
There are about 80 million disabled people in India, who may be affected by ageing, accidents, or 

certain medical disorders. The Rights of People with Disabilities Act, 2016, attempted to address 

some of the issues experienced by people with disabilities in India. The Act expressly mentions 

accessibility to public and private structures, workplaces, businesses, public services, places of 

worship, cultural and recreational activities, medical and health services, law enforcement 

agencies, and transportation infrastructure, among other things. Under this light, authorities at 

Centurion University of Technology and Management striving to provide assistance to people with 

disabilities so that they can benefit from programmes, administration, and activities. These 

guidelines apply to all the faculties, students and non-teaching supporting staff.  

The Following provisions for enquiry and information are available to assist persons with 

disabilities (Divyangjan) at Centurion University of Technology and Management. 

Human Assistance:  

1. Divyangjan, a person with special needs, can bypass the line at the front desk and receive 

assistance from the receptionist according to their request. 

2. People who commuting assistance can avail the E-vehicle facilities in all the campuses. 

Attenders are also available to assist them as per their needs. 

3. Assistance in filling the various forms is offered to people with disabilities if needed. 

4.  Disabled friendly ramps, lifts and specially designed toilets are available to ease the 

mobility and comfort of the Divyangjan.  

5.  Attenders are available to help and guide them to utilize various facilities like lifts, ramps 

and disabled toilets. 

 

Admission 

The University's admission policy provides a 5% reservation for people with disabilities in all of the 
University's courses. The University will ensure that all types of disabilities are represented, as 
listed in the Rights of Persons with Disabilities 2016 and as government regulations alter.  

Scribe Support: 

For various internal and end-of-semester examination, the Controller of Exams offers scribe 

support to individuals with disabilities with approval from the registrar office.  

Reading materials: 

 Divyangjan students receives precedence from the teachers for the softcopies of the various 

reading materials such as word files, power point files, flipbooks, and pdf files from the teachers. 

Assistive learning technologies: 

The assistive learning technologies such as Adobe ReadOut Loud, Google Voice typing, Windows 

speech recognition, smart pens, Grammarly and E-books are encouraged. 
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Information Desk Service:  

Centurion University of Technology and Management has formed a team to serve as an 

information desk specifically for the physically challenged students in each of its campus. The area 

of information is divided in 6/7 aspects such as admission, administration, accounts, hostels, 

examination, anti-ragging, and Cell for prevention and resolution of Sexual Harassment. The 

corresponding information leaflet is provided at the reception desk of the campus. The campus 

wise team information is given below.
