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Introduction

The 18t Pravasi Bharatiya Divas was organized to recognize and
celebrate the contributions of the Indian diaspora to the nation’s growth and development.
This event serves as a platform for Non-Resident Indians (NRIs) and Persons of Indian
Origin (P10s) to engage with policymakers, industry leaders, and cultural representatives.
It included discussions, cultural programs, and networking opportunities aimed at
strengthening ties between India and its global community. The event was held from 8t
to 10t January 2025 in Bhubaneswar, Odisha. A total of 88 students participated in the
tour, gaining valuable exposure to global perspectives, policies, and interactions with
influential personalities.
